Sermon Message — August 2, 2009
Grace to you and peace from the God who was and is and is to come. Amen.

God is good. Amen? God is good and as a point of departure for our message this morning, |
would just like to thank you. On behalf of our team of twenty youth and 5 adult leaders that
recently traveled to New Orleans to participate in the National Youth Gathering of the
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America. | would like to thank you for your support, your
prayers, your continued interest in our trip and for all of your kindness in sending our team on
its way. As the leader of our group, | would like to say, it was worth the time and energy and
your confidence and trust were well-placed. Ours was a team of 20 youth, who will be 10",
11™ and 12" graders this coming year at their respective high schools. These were students
who did not travel across the country expecting a wild party, but they enter into this
experience with respect for the people they would meet, anticipation for what they would
learn and experience, and joy for the opportunity to gather together with thousands and
thousands of other Lutheran youth for the purpose of mission, ministry and worship together.

When you take a group of kids on an experience that is this big and this overwhelming, you’re
never really sure how it’s going to turn out. You hope that they will focus on the important
things, ignore the distractions and keep an ear open to hear the call of God. In those respects,

So, why are you Lutheran? Do you ever have people ask you that question? Have you ever
given an answer more engaging than, my parents were Lutheran... My wife was a Lutheran...
I’'m German/Norwegian/or whichever other Northern European ethnicity, so | have to be
Lutheran.

For our group, being Lutheran gave us the opportunity to participate in a gathering of 37,000
people from across the country. Coming together for worship and service. As part of the
gathering, every group did a service project. Our service project was to learn about the
culture, history and tradition surrounding the New Orleans celebration of Mardi Gras. If
you’re like me, at first, this doesn’t sound like much of a service project. In Christ there is one
body. Some people went and put on programs for kids. Some cleaned up parks. Some
supported clinics that enabled 1,000s of children to be immunized. Some read to children,
some helped to collect and gather over 100,000 books that would be left in New Orleans. In
Christ there is one body. Some people helped to rebuild homes. Some learned about the
environmental impact of pollution on the swamps and bayous that surround the city, we



learned about Mardi Gras. In Christ there is one body. You see, when we come across people
who are in need, for many of us, our tendency is to figure out the problem and FIX IT! This can
be good, but sometimes it isn’t what the people need or want.

On the day we went to Mardi Gras World, our servant companion recounted to us a
conversation that had just taken place. When asked what he was doing in New Orleans, he
told another gentleman that he was helping to lead groups through Mardi Gras world.
Surprisingly to me, the other man’s response was not “Gee, that doesn’t really help us much.”
Instead, the man said, “Oh good, so many groups come to help us rebuild, but so few of them
actually take the time to stop and get to know us. I’'m glad your groups will hear about Mardi
Gras.” Our group, played a tiny roll in the overall ministry of the Youth Gathering, but by doing
our part, we were involved in something bigger than we could have ever imagined. In Christ
there is one body. In fact, this gathering was the largest single volunteer effort in the city of
New Orleans since Hurricane Katrina which struck the city nearly 4 years ago. One person
reported to us that by their estimates, it would take the social service organizations of New
Orleans, approximately 3 years to accomplish what the Gathering Participants accomplished in
3 days.

When thinking about being Lutheran, for some of us, it’s easy to get caught up in the Politics
and Social Positions that the denomination takes or comments on regarding particular issues.
This thinking can easily divide us, but the Lutheran Church (when it works together) is able to
make a powerful and profound impact in our communities, our country and the world. Like
this Youth gathering, there are times when we “Get it Right!”

Is the Tradition of the Lutheran faith, relevant to your life in the present day? Lutherans have
been a people who relentlessly worked so that all people could hear the Word of God
proclaimed. Many times we talk about tradition as if it is some kind of monolithic, stationary
piece of history that we look back on with a nostalgic glance.

In his day, one of the most shocking and controversial things Martin Luther ever did was to
translate the Bible from Latin into German (the language of the people). Since its very
beginning, the work of Lutherans has been to speak the Word of God in a way that is
contemporary and understandable to everyone.

As Lutherans, we are able to be part of one body and one Spirit to participate together in
God’s work in the world. Our Lutheran tradition is relevant today, when we speak the Word of
God so that people around us can understand who God is and what God cares about. We
know that the mission statement of our church is “Extending Hope in Jesus!” (Let’s say that
together) Do you know the slogan of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America? God’s



work. Our hands. What does God intend to do with your hands? If you don’t know, | hope
that you’ll open your heart in prayer and ask God to speak to you. That’s the only way, our
Lutheran tradition is going to be relevant today and that’s the only way we’re going to
accomplish our congregation’s mission of ... Extending Hope in Jesus. AMEN!
